Hearing Test: Are You Guided By It?

Text: John 10:14-18; Proverbs 2; 19:21; Acts 28

Idea: God@ hero is made one decision at a time toward Christ-likeness.
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During the song by Debee called, Yh His PresenceQhe author writes about gaining a blessed
assurance when we seek to know GodQ heart. How can seeking after GodQ heart give us
assurance that He will speak with us?

In GodQ presence there is comfort and there is peace, have you experience this? Have you had
times when you did not experience this?

In the film clip from éBruce Almightyé, Bruce is desperate to hear from God because his life is
falling to pieces. When he calls for direction an illuminated sign reads, ‘@aution Ahead(and then
when he calls for a sign a truck carrying street signs that read, $topQWPBead EndWrong WayQ
Bo Not EnterQdo not get his attention. Why was that? Is God trying to get your attention?
What do you find as different in sensing GodQ presence with the above two examples?
Someone has said that you make over 1500 decisions each day, what percentage of these
decisions involves God? What percentage of your daily decisions involves God?

Why are people afraid to make decisions?

Do you agree with the Pastor that you have 3 options; the '| make all my own decisions' road,
the 'someone else makes all decisions for me' road, and the 'l will let Christ help me make
decisions' road? Over the course of your life which road have you travelled most?

Faith is the voluntary submission to God for guidance, do you agree? Explain what this means?
In John 10:14-18, Jesus says that His sheep know His voice. In what sense?

How can understanding GodQ sovereign will help you with your decisions?

Read Proverbs 19:21, what does this tell us about God

Do you know what GodQ moral will is for your life?

On the bigger decisions, like quitting a job, selling a home, leaving a church which involves other
family members, why does the Yéve principleCbecome important?

Do you define success by working on your weakness or by building on your strengths and gifts?
Be prepared to explain how you actually do either of them.

The Pastor said that circumstances (whether events or signs) bring you to the point of a decision
but should not be the basis for it. Do you understand the difference? Read Acts 28 and see how
the Islanders on Malta made mistakes with rash judgments based on circumstances.

What should you do with W¥bincidences(that seem to be leading you? (Pastor says put them on a

Should you go to your church family for big decisions?

Are you open to receive special revelation if the situation warrants?

How can Christ be a part of your decision making process? What is the role of the Holy Spirit in
this?

Do you see the difference between how the world defines a hero and how God defines a hero?
