Hearing Test: Are You Able to Recognize It?

Idea: Recognizing GodQ voice comes when you make sure you are doing things for Him so that His face
is always looking toward you.

Q1. Do you find hearing from God difficult?

Q2. 1 John 4:1 tells us to test and see if W spiritQs from God. How can you do this? Is this like a
WYepsi Challenge® What do you think the pastor meant by this?

Q3. The Pastor says that there are three givens; God speaks, the bible is His word, and the Word of
God is to make us like the Son of God, do you agree? Why is this so important for us?

Q4. Read Psalm 19, what does it tell you? Do you think some people believe that creation is all they
need to see in order to know and hear God?

Q5. Read 2 Pet 1:20, why do you think Scripture has this statement in there?
Q6. Read 2 Timothy 3:15-17, what purpose is Scripture is given for according to this passage?

Q7. The Pastor suggest that three problems need to be addressed in order to feel confident that you
are hearing from God; our lack of knowledge on how God has spoken in the past, our motives in seeking
GodQvoice, and our misunderstandings about the nature of God. Do you see these as problems? Which
one applies to you, how will you change that?

Q8. The OT prophet Elijah was a man just like us, who had highs and lows to his ministry, yet he is an
example of how God speaks objectively and subjectively. Has God used another person to speak to you?
Do you understand what it means to hear the $till small voiceQnside?

Q9. The prophet James, in the book of James provides us with 3 fold test to learn how to hear that
still small voice; the weight of authority, the spirit of the voice and the content of the voice. Have you
ever tested what you hear inside as legitimately from God? Read James 3:16-17 and state the difference
between wisdom coming from heaven and that coming from Satan.

Q10. John Wesley suggests the difference between God speaking and a false spirit speaking is like
telling the difference between light and darkness-it is a qualitative difference. Does this make sense?
How would you know the difference?

Ql1. The pastor suggests taking 12-100mg tablets of humility before hearing from God. What would
that mean? Do you think humility is a pre-requisite for hearing from God?

Q12. Dallas Willard suggests 4 consequences if you fail to learn how to hear from God in His Word
and by a still small voice. What are they? Do you agree? Read Proverbs 20:27; does this suggest God
created our spirits to speak to us?

Q13. How did Jesus make sure His Father was watching him? Read John 5:17 for answer.
